Field of Interest Fund

We request that the remainder of our estate then be used to create a Field of Interest Fund designed to support the creation of a community in which all people regardless of place, race or identity are given the opportunity to thrive and where a love for the arts is nurtured through education, advocacy and community.  This Fund will make grants annually in accordance with the Foundation’s spending policy to local, nonprofit organizations working to:
1. Promote creative expression through the arts.  The arts, specifically the performing arts, hold a sacred place in our hearts. It is our desire that our Fund be used to bolster and support a thriving arts culture in Chattanooga. We believe that arts education has the power to change the trajectory of someone’s life. Therefore, we are passionate about the integration of arts education into local schools.  During our lifetimes, we experienced the power of the arts to enhance and promote mental and physical wellbeing. We wish that our Fund be used to support organizations seeking to engage the community in the creative process through education, advocacy and exposure to the arts.     

2. Create community that is equitable and supportive. We have been blessed to live within a community in which we felt cared for and supported, and we hope that, through our philanthropy, others can be similarly blessed. We believe that all people are deserving of love, regardless of race, place or identity, and that it is the expression of this love that strengthens the ties that bind us together. It is our wish that gifts from our Fund be used to support work that brings the community together for the betterment of all. Community gardens serve as great examples of such work. In order for a community garden to succeed, a group of people have to work together. The entire community then benefits from better access to locally grown, nutritious foods.
3. Provide compassionate care for the vulnerable. Be it children, animals or the chronically disadvantaged, it is our intention that monies from our Fund be used to support work that cares for the immediate, basic needs of the disadvantaged and underserved with compassion and client dignity. More specifically, we believe that everyone deserves access to quality healthcare. Knowing that the poor health of one person has the capacity to adversely affect the health of an entire community, efforts that seek to make quality healthcare accessible to all would fall within the scope of our Fund. Similarly, our desire to care for the vulnerable extends to animals. Recognizing the critical role animals play in caring for us, we wish that grants from our Fund be used to provide care for animals that might otherwise be ignored or forgotten.   
We recognize that over time the above requests may become impractical or uneconomical.  If for any reason, the above requests are not possible to be made in an effective and efficient manner, then the Board of Directors of the Community Foundation of Greater Chattanooga, Inc. shall have the sole discretion to change such payouts, staying as close as possible to our original wishes.

This letter supersedes all other letters of instruction which we may have issued concerning these funds.
